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No Traffiic Allowed
to the Jlgokudanl nature trail
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The Jigokudani nature trail is closed for all tourists for the time
being, because there is a high risk of the volcanic gas poisoning
due to the recent rise and expansion of the fumarolic activity in
the surrounding area.You may go to Emma-Dai to see Jigokudani.
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Invisible and often odorless volcanic gases make it difficult to sense the danger. An accident
may occur suddenly without warning. In order to prevent volcanic gas accidents, it is very

important to know and understand beforehand how volcanic gases behave, and how
dangerous they are.
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In what kind of circumstances does a volcanic gas accident occur?
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The weather such as windless and
overcast conditions,at night and
early in the morning,prevents the
dispersal of volcanic gases.

Special caution is needed when
there is no wind and many clouds are
seen in the sky, at night and early in
the morning, because the volcanic
gasses are not diffused readily.
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People suffering from respiratory
aliments such as asthma, etc.

People who suffer from asthma or
other respiratory ailments may find
themselves badly affected even by
the low concentration gas.
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The terrain where volcanic gases are easily pooled, such as in valleys,
depressions, etc.

The highly concentrated gas may be sunk in valleys and depressions because
the volcanic gases are heavier than air.
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How to avoid a volcanic gas accident
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1. Avoid going alone. Move in a group to help each other without delay when an
accident occurs.

2. If you smell the volcanic gas, cover your mouth and nose with a wet towel or a
handkerchief. (Volcanic gases can be readily dissolved in water.)

3. If you smell the volcanic gas strongly or feel that you might be in any danger, move
to the upwind side of the higher location as much as possible.
